— 12, where the Notebooks 4 Books (N4B) environment is
deployed, the technology is advanced. All high school classrooms are N4B
equipped, which are structured to allow the use of notebook computers
in the place of traditional books in the high school. This gives students
immense access to resources with the teachers’ supervision.
